Roughly 50 percent of students spend their first
two years at one campus, then. transition
to another campus to finish their degree.

We call it the 2+2 plan, and it's the most
common path to a Penn State degree.




At Penn State, an admission decision is an
academic decision.

When reviewing a student’s application, we base our decision
on their academic credentials. A student’s prior academic
record gives us a good idea of how prepared they are for

the Penn State classroom. We have moved to a test-optional
evaluation process for the 2021 admissions cycle to give Penn
State applicants a choice to ease the anxiety they may be
experiencing as a result of test-taking disruptions due to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

What is Test Optional?

Test-optional means that students will have the opportunity
to decide if they would like us to include SAT or ACT exam
scores in the evaluation of their application. This question will
be asked in the application. Once the application is submitted,
students will have the opportunity to change their answer
through their MyPennState account, up until an admission
decision has been provided. Once an admission decision is
made, students cannot change their answer.

*Test scores will still be required for any student applying
for the Premedical-Medical (PMM) program.

How are admissions decisions made?

At Penn State, the bulk of the admission decision is a result
of a student’s academic preparation in high school, including
overall grade-point-average and the academic rigor of their
high school curriculum. Although Penn State is test-optional,
we will still accept and consider SAT or ACT scores from
students who would like to share their scores as part of their
application. Students are also strongly encouraged to submit

the personal statement on the application.

APPLYING FOR FINANCIAL AID

Financial aid—whether in the form of loans, grants, C
work-study, or scholarships—can be an important part
of putting a Penn State degree within reach. A

Start by submitting the Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) on the Web at studentaid.gov. Penn State's federal school code
for the FAFSA is 003329.

Next, if you have filed your 2019 Federal Income Tax Return, we recommend
that you use the IRS Data Retrieval Tool—available after October 1—on
the website to complete your FAFSA. Using the tool will save you time and
increase the accuracy of your FAFSA.

Complete the FAFSA on the Web by our recommended filing date of December 1.

For students submitting the FAFSA by December 1 of their senior year, stu- —
dents will begin receiving Student Aid Award Notifications, which will include

all forms of student aid, in February. This will allow maximum consideration for

student financial aid.

Please note: Pennsylvania residents must submit their FAFSA by May 1 in order to

be eligible for the Pennsylvania State Grant.

SCHOLARSHIPS

All students who are offered admission and submit a FAFSA are considered for
scholarships awarded by the Office of Student Aid. Some academic colleges,
campuses, and other administrative units may require additional information for a

particular scholarship award. Notification of scholarship awards begins in early spring.
